 SOCoP Meeting Minutes from  Wednesday SOCoP Meeting Jan 19 2011 from
11:00 - 12:00 EDT
 

 

Attendees/Participants: Gary Berg-Cross (Knowledge Strategies), John Moeller (Northrop Grumman), Peter Nancy Wiegand (U of Wisconsin), Mike Dean (BBN Tech), James Wilson (James Madison U).
The first topic concerned the “Separation of INTEROP and SOCoP?”
Most agreed that INTEROP was synergistic with SOCoP.  The only separate items were suggested by  Gary who has some SOCoP Wiki work to administer, but even this administration mostly overlaps.  Nancy noted that if we do get funding for undergraduate students they could help with this doing links from one to the other.

The group discussed the idea of demos and workshop and if they would be independent.   Will we do one for USGIG Tech Days (support from NGA)? John described the new format – there are several ways to mix and match demos and presentations. The next one is scheduled for 12th of May at Hyatt Regency in Reston Town Center.
These do have a different audience from the INTEROP meetings but we might develop community awareness and get some feedback without much expense.

There seemed general agreement that we should focus on the things driven by INTEROP.  We can get this underway and then see if there are differences.

 

  Plans for (INTEROP NSF Cyberinfrastructure Grant) for 2011      
The clock started on the project on Sept 1 so the money ends in Aug 2013 (3 years) , but may use a no-cost extension if there is a reason since we haven’t started spending till  Jan. 1. So if we are careful we might do that.
Billing – John Roberts things have been set up but we haven’t been contacted.  

Nancy asked if we should start on Framework and Spatial Data Infrastructure (SDI)   -see supporting Figure below . Is someone is figuring this out?
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(Gary will put John’s slides on the web site) 

John’s thought that parts of this were under development.  The vision is  more than we have now. Now a one-stop Portal where people can  register services and data and users can go to find it.  The diagram shows map services and other things which Open GeoSpatial is working on, but which aren’t fully mature.
There are some tools to enable collaboration for missions which group have. We need to add the OOR and populate it with ontologies and make them usable with other tools. In INTEROP we can define the additional services to the ones shown in the diagram.

James asked if there was any new information on the new geo-platform? See www.geoplatform.gov John thought that Doug Nebert is involved (see http://www.fgdc.gov/participation/coordination-group/meeting-minutes/2010/october/meeting-record-cg-20101026.pdf ).  
Nancy asked we are missing some players who are doing things and going forward with a more sophisticated architecture ?  Who are these people, can we get them together?  (What is INSPIRE doing for example?)  Maybe we can use some of their work.
Gary raised the idea of forming an Advisory Committee of people who are connected to work that is of interest. John thought that a possibility. Maybe getting the help of such a group and a base of their work would be the topic of the workshop?  

Gary thought of the first conference as more multidimensional. It has a task of recruiting and baseline existing work, but also work on and with use cases, the framework/SDI, ontologies, architecture etc.

Nancy, thought that given this larger scope it would be nice to have a 2 day workshop on this.

Nancy would do something in March if someone else arranged it…but is busy in April etc.  July and August not good dates. Nancy went through here schedule which has a busy summer and asked if  late August/Sept. were too late to have our first workshop. It might be the same amount of time  and work to do our own workshop rather than leverage an existing one. We might invite folks for a use case focused one, with a VoCamp to define a voc. Can we do it before September?  Gary wanted to try but wasn’t sure we could do it.
This summer UCGIS is in June in Boulder?  But this is not good for Nancy who already has 2-3 things to attend already. One workshop that is coming up is UCGIS DC Feb 3 -4, 2011.  James indicated that he would we like to attend and talk to Sean about BoK talk.  Can he get funding for this?   John and Gary might attend a meeting with Sean (but the entire workshop).
Gary mentioned the NIST Ontology Summit (Mon, April 18, 11am – Tue, April 19).  He is participating in the organizational meetings and might recruit people for ontology work.
 James had ideas on talking to NSGIC 
One thing that was clear was that we need an integrated schedule. People can start sending information on the workshops that coming up and Gary will integrate.
Dalia thought we had covered useful ideas and that the UCGIS winter meeting next year would be good to target.  This connects with government and might merge well with our interests.  Attendees are not novices on this topic since each institution sends only 2 people who attend. But they aren’t familiar with ontologies. USGS has culled these to run their focused meeting on The National Map.

Dalia is going to the International  Cartography Association (ICA) conference  http://www.icc2011.fr/ in Paris July 1  They have one session on Spatial Analysis and GEOSematics and Ontology(SAGEO) there & Dalia may connect with experts on the topic. Perhaps she can get an INSPIRE update.  Maybe John Bateman will be there.
NSF student REU supplement funding 
Mimi McClure hasn’t responded yet, but people might make a summary so they can help with what Gary is doing.  We can also discuss ideas on helping with the architecture and leveraging other work -  for example as liaison with USGS work on RD.F

There being new other business the meeting adjourned.
